RECOGNITION AND CONDUCT OF MEMBERSHIP 
 
 
1. Raise hand to be recognized by the Chairman/President. 
 
2. Person is to speak to a specific topic on Agenda. 
 
3. No member is allowed to interrupt the recognized member while speaking. 
 
4. All members wishing to speak about agenda items may do so, but must be first 

recognized by the Chairman/President. 
 
5. Members will speak only on item on the agenda being considered.  If they wish  to 

speak on other items, they will be recognized when that item is being considered. 
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
